thinking in the world. 
 To encourage believers to engage the non-Christian marketplace in a compassionate but uncompromising way.  

1.1 Executive Summary: 

The value of the performing arts in the Christian context is immeasurable. The Enclave offers a comprehensive model that 
pervades multiple levels of impact in the marketplace and offers self-growth and education to all of its audiences. Our staff will be 
evangelical Christians each with clearly articulated testimonies, and qualified with degrees in the arts disciplines in which they 
serve. Our classes are focused on building self-confidence and communication skills in those who adhere to a Judeo-Christian 
worldview.  Our classes for adults seek to challenge our market within the marketplace of ideas on how to approach the secular 
world with traditional Christian values in art and literature and culture.  We also teach ways of involvement for the growing home 
school population. Each entity of the Enclave addresses a different area of impact and will be capable of conforming to the 
marketplace of the specific demographic.  

The Enclave has seven essential components: 
 

The Academy 
The Academy offers consumer-driven classes in the performing arts to all ages including speaking, singing, acting, dance, mime 
and other performance oriented classes as well as technical theatre experiences and workshops designed to assist participants 
toward competency in the crafts. The Academy is designed to nurture and develop individuals in the context of their gifts.

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One arm of the Academy is Act One, an after school co-educational training program for children ages 6-11 designed to educate 
kids through the production of quality theatre experiences founded in Judeo-Christian values.  The primary goal of AO is to 
promote security and significance in participants, begin the joy of a holistic view of literacy and provide safe experiences in 
performing while nurturing Christian values of honesty, integrity and teamwork. 1 John 4:4  

AO holds 10-week class sessions on two different days; Tuesdays 4:30 - 6:30PM and Thursdays 4:30 - 6:30 PM resulting in a 
performance by all participants at the end of each session.   

Another arm of the Academy is Act Two, an after school co-educational training program for teens ages 12-18 designed to involve 
and educate through the production of quality theatre experiences founded in Judeo-Christian values.  The primary goal of AT is to 
promote security and significance in participants, advance literacy and provide safe experiences in performing while nurturing 
Christian values of honesty, integrity and teamwork. 1 Peter 2:9 

AT holds 10-week class sessions on two different days; Tuesdays 4:30 - 6:30PM and Thursdays 4:30 - 6:30 PM, resulting in a 
performance by all participants at the end of each ten-week session.  

The adult arm of the Academy Act Three, will offer classes responding to consumer demand on any performance subject in the 
arts but certainly focusing on acting, dance, and other performance related topics.  This would be consumer driven including the 
times for classes, which may be evening courses or weekend intensives.  

Joshua Squad 
 
Joshua Squad is a performing arts ministry team that provides discipleship training through the arts, and equips participants to 
serve in a physical theatre performance team to edify and disciple believers.  
The Joshua Squad is available for workshops in churches anticipating mission trips who are seeking additional ways to present the 
Gospel while on the mission trip. In addition, members of the Joshua Squad are available for discipleship training sessions and 
Bible Scripture memory training for Evangelism.  Philippians 4:8-9

Enclave Theatre Company is a classics based theatre whose purpose is to promote quality, community based entertainment 
supporting strong Christian values. Our goal is to produce theatre programs and activities that uphold human values, morals and 
literacy. Our productions will offer traditional theatre, musical theatre, opera, modern and classical dance and improvisational 
theatre to a wide variety of venues.  We will focus on developing a touring company to support any of the venues subscribing to 
the Enclave.
